Educational program 6B02234 — Archeology and Ethnology, prepared in 2022, was updated in 2023
based on comments from external experts and recommendations from employers on the EP. 15 new
disciplines were added to the EP. From the list of disciplines in archeology, 2 subjects «Fundamentals of
Archeology» and «Architecture of Europe» were excluded. The names of the disciplines «Stone Age of
Kazakhstan» and «Bronze Age of Kazakhstan», «Urban culture on the Great Silk Road» were changed in
the Kazakh language. The discipline «Spiritual and material culture of the Kazakh people» was divided
into two separate disciplines: «Spiritual culture of the Kazakh people» and «Material culture of the
Kazakh people». In ethnology, new disciplines were introduced such as «Spiritual culture of the Kazakh
people», «Material culture of the Kazakh people», «Traditional economy of the Kazakh people,
«Ethnography of the Turkic peoples», «Ethnography of ethnic groups in Kazakhstan», «History and
culture of the Kazakh diaspora», «Traditional ethnography of the Syrdarya land», «History of
ethnography of Kazakhstan». In archeology, new disciplines were introduced: «Theoretical
Archaeology», «History of Archeology of Kazakhstan», «Archaeological Cultures on Kazakh Land»,
«Technology of Ancient and Medieval Production», «Ethnogeography of Turan in Antiquity», «Analysis
of Archaeological Finds and the Basics of Archaeological Conservation and Restoration», «Ceramics as
a historical source». 16 history subjects «Modern history of Kazakhstan», «New and recent history of
foreign countries», «History of Kazakhstan according to foreign data», «History of Russia (from ancient
times to 1917)», «History of world civilization», «Theoretical source study» , «Theory and methodology
of history», «Sources of world history», «Methodology of using archival materials», «History of national
liberation movements in Kazakhstan», «Russian-Kazakh relations», «Historiography of world history»,
«Historiography of Kazakhstan», «History of the USSR and CIS countries», «History of Eastern
European countries», «Rukhani Zhangyru” - the foundations of Mangilik El» were excluded from the
EP. The topic of the OP minor program was changed to «Ethnopolitics and Ethnoculture». The minor
program included the subjects «History and Culture of the Kazakh Diaspora», «Ethnography of the
Ethnic Groups of Kazakhstan», «Civilization of the Nomads».
